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Second Sunday of Lent�

Jesus takes three of his disciples—Peter, 
James, and John—to a high mountain. 
While they are there, Elijah and Moses 
appear with Jesus. Elijah and Moses are 
significant figures in the history of 
Israel.   
Moses led the Israelites from slavery in 
Egypt and received from Yahweh the 
Ten Commandments. In appearing with 
Jesus at his Transfiguration, Moses 
represents the Law that guides the lives 
of the Jewish people.  
Elijah is remembered as one of the most 
important prophets of Israel who helped 
the Israelites stay faithful to Yahweh. 
Some Jews believed that Elijah's return 
would signal the coming of the Messiah 
for the Jewish people.  
The appearance of these two important 
figures from Israel's history with Jesus 
signifies Jesus' continuity with the Law 
and with the prophets and that Jesus is 
the fulfillment of all that was promised 
to the people of Israel. 
 

Every family has special moments that 
they remember and share again and 
again. In sharing these stories, the 
meaning and importance of these events 
develop and deepen over time.  
 

This is how it was with the disciples' 
remembrance of Jesus' Transfiguration. 
The full significance of what they had 
seen and experienced could only be 
understood after Jesus' death and 
Resurrection. As they told other 
believers about this event and recorded 
the story for us in the Bible, our 
understanding of what it means to call 
Jesus God's own Son has also deepened. 
 

As you gather as a family, think about 
some special family memories that your 
family tells over and over again. Talk 
about why these memories are important 
to you.  
 

Recall that in the Bible we find many 
important memories about Jesus that 
have been recorded for us so that we can 
believe that Jesus is God's Son.   
• Jesus fulfills the promises God 

made to Israel through the Law and 
the prophets.  

• God glorified Jesus in his 
Resurrection.  

• Jesus is God's Son.  
• Conclude in praying together the 

Lord's Prayer. 

The Children’s Cross is 
located in the entrance of  
the church. This cross 
represents all the children 
in our religious education 
classes who are working on 
growing and changing 
during this Lenten season. 

                                
   The children are learning to 

check their attitudes and actions, how 
they talk and treat others, to be 
welcoming and loving to all God’s 
people.  
�

They have searched their hearts and 
have chosen either  
     something to give up or  
     decided to do something  
they don’t regularly do to help them 
focus better on Lent and becoming a 
better disciple of Jesus’. Whatever they 
chose, they have written on their nail, a 
symbol of the pain caused when we 
make wrong choices. Every time they 
walk past the cross during Lent they will 
be reminded of the commitment they 
have made. 
�

We encourage our adults to make a 
commitment also and let the cross be a 
reminder for you too.

CHOOSING THE RIGHT FAST 

FOR YOU 
Our fasting must be related to our per-

sonal need for transformation, as well as 
the current situation of our world. When 
we fast, we must choose the type of fast-
ing that truly relates to how we need to 
grow spiritually. 

Ask yourself these basic questions that 
can help guide you in your choice of 
how to fast: 
     What would help me to be more at 
peace? 
     Whom do I most need to love better? 
     What is lacking in my relationship 
with God? 

     How and when do I give service to 
others? 
     What am I doing to help alleviate the 
world’s suffering? 

After spending some time to think 
about these questions, listen for what is 
the most urgent or challenging. Choose 
some type of fasting. You can change 
your choice each week, or stay with one 
all during Lent. Here are some sugges-
tions for fasting: 
      Fast from food or drink—one of 
the most common. Choose a food or 
drink that you particularly enjoy.  
     Fast from one’s own time—Time 
sometimes is more precious for some of 
us than food. Lose some of the time in 
front of the television. Use this time to 
call someone, write a letter or pay a visit 
to a friend. Participate in Church pro-
grams (Stations of the Cross, Soup & 
Bread Dinner, etc.) Give your time in 
service to others. 
     Fast from words—Omit gossip from 
conversation. Use words of kindness. 
Try not to criticize and instead give your 
words the sound of hospitable cheerful-
ness. 
     Fast from set behaviors—We can 
fast from apathy and indifference by 
deliberately choosing to be involved in 
an issue that promotes justice for others. 
We can fast from a hardened heart and 
pray each day to forgive someone who 
has hurt us. Focus on reaching out to 
someone else at least once each day. 
Look at yourself in the mirror and see 
the gift that you are.
