Worship

The Feast of Pentecost celebrates th
coming of the Spirit into the Church and
into our lives. Though it is celebrated as
a single event, the Spirit's presence is
never-ending.

The reading from Acts pictures the
coming of the Spirit to the disciples as
they wait in Jerusalem, as instructed by
Jesus. Not only the apostles, but othe
disciples had been waiting as well,
including “some women, and Mary the
mother of Jesus.”

The Spirit comes like “a strong driving
wind” and “tongues of fire.” Wind and
fire are traditional scripture images for
the presence of God. The tongues of fire
don't just rest on a chosen few, but on
each person assembled, “and they wer
filled with the Holy Spirit.” The effects
of the Spirit became evident as the
disciples began speaking in the language
of all people. Through the power of the
Spirit, the Gospel could then be preache(
throughout the world.

In the Gospel of John, the giving of the
Spirit is part of the disciples
commissioning: “As the Father has sent
me, so | send you.” The disciples will not
only teach the Good News, but will make
it possible for people to experience the
forgiveness of sins. This forgiveness is
given to us through our Baptism, and the
Church instituted the sacrament of
Reconciliation for the forgiveness of sins
after Baptism. Having received the Holy
Spirit at our Baptism and Confirmation,
we know that the Spirit lives in us, yet
we want to deepen our awareness an
understanding. On Pentecost, we, like th
