The visit of the Magi occurs directly 
before the story of the Holy Family's 
flight into Egypt. Matthew's Gospel tells 
a version of Jesus' birth that is different 
than the one in Luke. Of the actual birth 
of Jesus, Matthew tells us little more 
than, “When Jesus was born in 
Bethlehem of Judea, in the days of King 
Herod . . . ” The story of the census is 
found only in Luke's Gospel, but we 
hear about the visit of the Magi only in 
Matthew's Gospel. 
 

We know little about the Magi. They 
come from the East and journey to 
Bethlehem, following an astrological 
sign, so we believe them to be 
astrologers. We assume that there were 
three Magi based upon the naming of 
their three gifts. The Gospel does not say 
how many Magi paid homage to Jesus. 
In Matthew's Gospel, they represent the 
Gentiles' search for a savior. Because the 
Magi represent the entire world, they 
also represent our search for Jesus. 
 

We have come to consider the gifts they 
bring as a foreshadowing of Jesus' role 
in salvation. We believe the meaning of 
the gifts to be Christological. Gold is 
presented as representative of Jesus' 
kingship. Frankincense is a symbol of 
his divinity because priests burned the 
substance in the Temple. Myrrh which 
was used to prepare the dead for burial, 
is offered in anticipation of Jesus' death. 
 

T h e  w o r d  E p i p h a n y  m e a n s 
“manifestation” or “showing forth.” 
Christ's early life and ministry have been 
celebrated as “epiphanies,” including his 
birth in Bethlehem, the visit of the Magi, 
his baptism by John, and his first miracle 
at Cana. 
 
 
 

The tradition of giving gifts at Christmas 
is thought by some to be rooted in the 
gift giving of the Magi. In many 
cultures, gifts are not exchanged at 
Christmas, but rather on the feast of the 
Epiphany. Whenever you exchange your 
Christmas gifts, take some time to 
reflect on this tradition of gift giving at 
Christmas. Think of the best gift you 
have received. What was it? What made 
it special? Was it the gift itself, the 
thought that went into it, or the person 
who gave it to you?

PLENARY INDULGENCE 

Earlier this year, our Holy Father, 
Pope Benedict XVI commenced a holy 
year in honor of the Apostle to the Gen-
tiles, St. Paul, in celebration of the two-
thousandth anniversary of his birth. Dur-
ing this holy year, which will conclude 
on June 29, 2009, the Holy Father ex-
tends to all of the faithful an opportunity 
to receive a Plenary Indulgence upon the 
completion of the required conditions 
(sacramental Confession, Eucharistic 
Communion, prayers for the Supreme 
Pontiff’s intention). This Plenary Indul-
gence can be received by making a pil-

grimage to the Basilica of St. Paul Out-
side the Walls in Rome, as well as to 
churches designated as pilgrimage sites 
by the Bishop of each diocese. 

To make reception of the Plenary In-
dulgence available to all of the faithful, 
Cardinal Maida has designated certain 
churches as pilgrimage sites. The closest 
churches to us here at St. Anne’s are: 
Shrine of the Little Flower—Royal Oak   
Our Lady of Sorrows—Farmington 
St. Paul Albanian—Pontiac Area 
Cathedral of the Most Blessed  
Sacrament—Detroit  

A holy year is an opportunity for all of 
us to grow spiritually, as well as to 
deepen our understanding and apprecia-
tion of the treasury of spiritual graces 
that are available to us through the 
Church. Specifically, an indulgence is a 
remission before God of the temporal 
punishment due to sins whose guilt has 
already been forgiven, which the faithful 
Christian, who is duly disposed, gains 
under certain prescribed conditions 
through the action of the Church. 

As we join with Catholic Christians 
around the world in prayer during this 
holy year, may we become more and 
more aware of the great love God has for 
us, and imitate the missionary zeal and 
courage of St. Paul.
