On Easter Sunday, we gather in joy, 

“This is the day the Lord has made, let us 
rejoice and be glad!” Jesus is risen, 
alleluia! Although there is no gospel 
account that describes the resurrection 
itself, testimony about this mystery is 
presented through stories: empty tomb 
stories, appearance stories, and 
commissioning stories. Today we read an 
empty tomb story from the Gospel 
according to John. 

As our day-long celebration nears its 
end, we reflect on all that we have seen 
and heard in this shortest of seasons, the 
Easter Triduum. We must not lose sight 
of the reason we have come together: 
death and life have been locked together 
in a unique struggle from the first 
moments of creation to Christ’s victory 
over death. 

Today we gather with the disciples, 
filled with confusion and doubt. We want 
to believe that the risen Lord is among 
us, but we do not recognize him when he 
walks alongside us. We share our 
concerns with one another, but often we 
have no answers. That is when we must 
go side-by-side to gaze into the empty 
caverns of our lives and try to understand 
it together. Then, as we let it sink in, we 
begin to see and believe, or even better, 
believe without seeing. Like the disciples 
of Emmaus, we who eat and drink with 
the risen Lord can testify to his presence 
in our midst. Now we must go out and 
share our joy with those who have not 
gathered with us.
