Today is also known as “Divine Mercy
Sunday.” This title acknowledges the
numerous references to mercy in today’s
liturgy. Both options of the opening
prayer are addressed to the “God o
mercy,” the responsorial psalm repeats
“God’s mercy endures forever” three
times, and the second reading praise
God, “who in his great mercy gave us a
new birth to a living hope through the
resurrection of Jesus Christ.”

Thomas’' doubt is well known, and
some would write him off for it. Though
Jesus is not visibly there when Thomas
expresses his doubt, he is there. Jest
comes back and invites Thomas to “put
your finger in my hands, and put your
hand in my side.”

Thomas responds, not by touching
Jesus but by adoring him saying, “My
Lord and My God!” Jesus said “Have
you come to believe because you hav
seen me? Blessed are those who have n
seen and yet still believe.” Jesus is just a
present to us as he was then to hi
original disciples. He calls us to a deepel
trust so that we do not need to touch him
as Thomas did, in order to know he is
present and to adore him.
