FAMILY

Jesus says, 
“I am the living bread.” 

 

This Sunday, once called Corpus 
Christi, which is Latin for “Body of 
Christ, is today called the Solemnity of 
the Most Holy Body and Blood of 
Christ. The name for this day is ex-
panded to reflect more completely our 
Eucharistic theology.  
 

Having seen Jesus multiply the loaves 
and fishes, the crowd pursues him, per-
haps seeking more food but also looking 
for another sign. Jesus tells the crowd 
that he is the bread of life. He explains 
that just as God gave the Israelites 
manna to sustain them in the desert, so 
now God has sent new manna that will 
give eternal life. It is in this context that 
Jesus repeats those words in today's 
Gospel and tells them again that he is the 
living bread that came down from 
heaven.  
 

Jesus' words are not well understood by 
the crowd; they argue that Jesus is not 
from heaven but born of Mary and Jo-
seph. The crowd also has trouble under-
standing how Jesus could give them his 
flesh to eat. Jesus tells them that when 
they eat his flesh and drink his blood, 
they will remain forever connected to 
him. These are difficult words, but they 
are important because they seek to show 
us our intimate connection with Jesus.  
 

This is the mystery that is at the heart of 
our Eucharistic theology. In the elements 
of bread and wine, Jesus' Body and 
Blood are truly present. This is what we 
mean by the word transubstantiation: 
Jesus makes himself present to all who 
receive the Body and Blood of Christ. 
When we share in the Body and Blood 
of Christ, Jesus himself comes to dwell 
within us. This communion with the 
Lord makes us one body, brings us 
eternal life, and sends us forth to be 
Christ's Body in the world. 
 

Share family photos taken of the adults 
and children in your family who have 
celebrated their First Communion and 
invite them to share their memories of 
this special day. Every time we receive 
the Eucharist Jesus keeps the promise he 
made in today's Gospel—those who eat 
his flesh and drink his blood will remain 
forever connected to him.

While evangelism is usually regarded as 
converting non-Christians to Christian-
ity, it also has great potential for helping 
Catholics to grow in holiness, become 
more inviting, and bring Christ's pres-
ence more consciously into all areas of 
our lives. The intention of evangelism 
for most of us is to inform others about 
the Kingdom of God. This is done in 
obedience to the Great Commission, a 
command from Jesus to his disciples to 
“go and make disciples”, as recorded in 
the New Testament. It is through this 
command to make disciples that you and 
I grow in our holiness because the only 
way to bring God to others is by con-
sciously living as a Christian disciple in 
all areas of our lives.

 When Jesus says, “I am the living 
bread that came down from heaven,” his 
contemporaries interpret “bread from 
heaven,” to mean the manna that God 
provided for the Israelites in the desert. 
But John’s audience, catechized in his 
community, understands that the living 
bread from heaven is Jesus, the Word 
that existed before creation, who came 
from heaven, became flesh, and dwelt 
among us, as the opening words of 
John’s Gospel account proclaim. 
John says that Jesus insisted that his 
followers must eat his flesh and drink his 
blood. In the story, Jesus’ listeners take 
him literally and are confused. But 
John’s readers understand that he is 
describing the significance of their 
practice of Eucharist. Jesus gave himself 
to us in the Eucharist. 
Because Eucharist is truly the body and 
blood of Christ, those who receive it are 
united with the risen Christ. Disciples 
don’t need to wait for the end to feel 
Christ’s power and presence in our lives. 
Christ is present and active in us right 
now, through Eucharist. 
In our second reading from Paul, we 
hear that we not only receive the body of 
Christ, we become one body in Christ. 
“We, though human, are one body, for 
we all partake of the one loaf.” Eucharist 
not only unites us with the risen Christ, 
but also with each other. Eucharist is true 
food and true drink for our journey into 
eternal life.

Today we celebrate the feast of the 
Body and Blood of Christ. In the book, 
Broken Bread and Broken Bodies; The 
Lord’s Supper and World Hunger, the 
author, Joseph Grassi, writes:   
“Luke’s account of the Last Supper and 
his descriptions of the functioning of the 
early Christian community highlight a 
number of themes” (1) in order to follow 
Jesus one must serve the ‘least’--the 
poor, the needy, the hungry; (2) real 
service involves direct participation in 
the process of relieving the suffering of 
others -- the twelve personally handed 
bread to the poor; (3) certainly there must 
be leaders in the community, but they 
must eschew the use of power and avoid 
dominating and controlling the group’s 
thinking and action; and (4) all members 
of the Christian community must 
collectively reflect on Jesus’ actions and 
words and then converts that reflection 
into actions of sharing and service. The 
Eucharist infuses these themes into the 
Christian’s life.” 
Eucharist is more than personal, private 
action. To receive the Body and Blood of 
Christ means that we are willing to 
follow in the steps of Jesus as he walked 
towards one of his last actions at the Last 
Supper. We share not only in Christ’s 
death and resurrection but also share in 
his service and hospitality to all people, 
the poor, the sick, the ‘foreigner’, the 
prisoner and the condemned. 
“When St. Benedict wrote of 
hospitality he stressed the importance of 
welcoming the outsider, the poor, the 
pilgrim. Benedict understood that guests 
are crucial to the making of a monk. 
Benedict was realist; he knew there 
would always be people at the monastery 
door. This was not a dreary reality for 
which he had to make allowances; it was 
a means of grace given to his monks, and 
he taught them how this complicated 
reality contributed to the making of a 
heart. 
Guests are crucial to the making of any 
heart. Benedict instructed his monks to 
welcome the Divine in the stranger.  He 
told them to look again, look deeper 
when you look into the eyes of a 
stranger. If you want to be a person of 
great spirit, you can’t do life alone. 
If spirituality matters to you, you can’t 
do spirituality alone either. To really 
grow as a human being you need other 
people.”
